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òCan you believe itõs February already?ó It seems this greeting meets us with almost 

every passage of time we mark with a name. Omit February and insert: my birthday, 

our anniversary, Easter, Memorial Day, summer, Thanksgiving, Christmas. Tempus fugit, 

said the Roman poet Virgil, òétime flies, irreplaceably,ó he wrote. And that is so true 

of our time here on earth. But for those of us who count Jesus as our Savior, thatõs 

only the small beginning of our journey, for our time is eternal with him. 

 
This month February 17, is Ash Wednesday when we remember that we are made 

from dust and it is to dust that we return. But thatõs only part of the story. For we 

know that we are also spirit, and have a soul, that thanks to Jesus Christ, lives eternally. 

So, we begin once again our remembering of a time long ago that created the covenant, 

the agreement, between God and us that makes possible our eternal lives. The forty 

days following February 17, is holy time. 

 
I hope youõll take some time of your own away from the business of our lives, to reflect 

on,  remember and rededicate yourself to our understanding of this covenant we have 

with God. The covenant that permits us to live ð eternally. There will be opportunities 

to do this starting with a service at the church at Noon and then again at 6 pm on Ash 

Wednesday when we are asked once again to remember that out of dust we are made 

and to repent and believe the Gospel. 

 
Then on Wednesday nights following we will gather as one group in the Sanctuary at 6 

pm to reflect on our lives with Jesus and to look at the 24 Hours that Changed the 

World, a study of the last day of Jesusõ life, designed by Adam Hamilton, pastor of the 

United Methodist Church of the Resurrection in Leawood, Kansas. I hope you will join 

us for these times of teaching and reflection. And of course, every Sunday in Lent, we 

will be following with Jesus, the road that leads to Jerusalem, with meaningful worship 

experiences for everyone. 

 
In any case, I hope you will approach this time as holy time, and keep it as a time to 

observe a holy Lent: 

 

            òby selfðexamination and repentance; 

              by prayer, fasting, and selfðdenial; 

              and by reading and meditating on God's Holy Word 

             (United Methodist Book of Worship, page 322)ó 

 
Iõm asking everyone to pray this Lent and ask God: What is God leading our church to 

do in the world; and what is God leading me to do to be a part of that ministry.ó
